1st-88; 2nd-56; 3rd-38; 4th-25; 5th-16; 6th-10.

Age as of day of competition.

Random draw will determine order of dancing for each dance,
except “First to enter, last to dance” for Championship Reel.

NOTE: If there are less than 6 entries for the 7 & under 10 years
age group, competitors will be notified by phone that there will be

no competition for the age group.

In this case, these dancers may
