DANCERS Dancers must dance in own category and age group. Age as of day of competition. Age groups formed at the discretion
of the Games committee according to entries. Age groups of fewer than 8 dancers will be avoided where possible.
Swords will be placed for all competitors. Competitors will dance in reverse order of receipt of entries. “First to enter,
Last to dance.”

JUDGING Technique and steps to be judged under SOBHD regulations. Judges’ decision is final. Steps as indicated by humbers
in boxes in the entry portion of this form.

AWARDS All dances will be scrutineered and prizes awarded to two places less than the number of dancers competing, to a

maximum of 6 places with the appropriate dance points awarded (88,56, 38, 25, 16, 10). The most senior premier class
will receive cash awards as follows. 1st - $30, 2nd - $25, 3rd - $20, 4th - $15, 5th - $10, 6th - $7.50. Dancers receiving
cash awards may purchase medals, commensurate with their placings, at the OHDA cost of $3.00 each.

Pre-Premier Trophies; Aggregate Age Group Trophies will be awarded for all categories per age groups with the
exception of Primary as per SOBHD rules. Overall perpetual category & Premier class trophies and keepers are based
on the highest total points over all events per category, with the exception of Primary. Age groups must have a
minimum of 6 participants in order to be eligible for the overall trophy. Laura Bablitz Memorial Trophy awarded to
Premier Dancer for best Hornpipe, determined by a dance off among all Premier dancers who place first in the regular
Hornpipe competition. All trophies must be signed for prior to leaving the competition.
